Theme or Scripture Basis  Prayer - John 15:7, Matthew 18:19, Matthew 21:22

Scene opens with DOUBTFUL at home typing on a computer.  HOPEFUL knocks on the door.

DOUBTFUL (opening the door)  Hey, what’ya doing?

HOPEFUL I was gonna get some coffee and head over to Bible study.  You want to 
come?

DOUBTFUL Yeah, sounds great, but let me finish up something on the computer.  
Hey, would you mind stopping at the bank on the way?

HOPEFUL Sure, we’ve got time.

DOUBTFUL Great.  (walking back to computer)  This won’t take long.  (talking to himself 
while putting in an online order, clicking his mouse as he goes along)  Okay. . . 
Checkout. . .shipping, hmmm, it’d be great to have it soon, yea, we’ll do 
priority, okay, um-hmm, (one final click)  There!  Okay, I’m ready to go.  

They walk to the bank, exchanging pleasantries along the way.

DOUBTFUL This’ll just take a minute.  (walking up to TELLER)

TELLER Hello.  Can I help you?

DOUBTFUL (pulling check out of wallet)  Hi, yes (looking up)  Say, I don’t think I’ve seen 
you here before.

DOUBTFUL Oh, yeah, sorry, I just need to make a deposit. 

TELLER (nodding)  Your account number, please?

DOUBTFUL Right, it’s 100 542 377.

TELLER Okay. (typing into computer)

DOUBTFUL And I’d like $50 cash too, please.

TELLER Okay.

TELLER continues to process the transaction and DOUBTFUL turns back to HOPEFUL and gives 
him the thumbs up.  HOPEFUL smiles and waves.
